Members should bring all hats to the Secretary when collecting their number.  Dark blue or black hats only please.

9.
No horse or pony may be ridden more than once in a class.

10.
Horses or ponies must be over four years old on the day of the competition.  Strictly no stallions.

11.
No galloping anywhere on the showground.

12.
Dogs must be on leads at all times.
